• Windows PC with network access, 

USB inputs and DVD/CD player 

• Microsoft Office 

• Laptop access via VGA lead, stereo plug 

and network cable 

• Video/data projector 

• Two Overhead projectors 

• Combination VDR/DVD player 

Brief operating instructions 

To display an image: 

• Make sure the image source (e.g. PC, DVD player) is turned on 

• To start, press the green ON/SOURCE button on the controller on the wall 

• Please be patient for the image to appear (up to 1 minute) 

• Toggle between Computer and Video by pressing ON/SOURCE button  

• If audio is used adjust VOLUME UP or VOLUME DOWN on the controller
